Those eagle eyed amongst you may have noticed that the trip has had 
a name change this year.  After 11 successful Oakwood Overnighters 

we have added something special for 2010 hence the name change to ‘The 
Welsh Weekender’.
	 For those new to the Club and the event, the trip used to be called 
the “Oakwood Overnighter” because those who are willing to can camp 
in Oakwood Theme Park.  We create a full camp site (with toilets, water, 
lights and a large screen video) on a field within the park.  This means that 
you don’t have to seek out accommodation after a potentially long drive 
down.  This year’s trip is a little different as we will be opening the campsite 
after 6pm on the Thursday evening to enable people to enjoy a full day at 
Oakwood on the Friday.
	 New for 2010: Just under 5 miles away from Oakwood lies Folly Farm 
Adventure Park, home of Europe’s largest undercover vintage funfair.  The 
trips team have organised a two hour exclusive park session at Folly Farm 
on their fantastic historic preserved fairground rides after the park has 
closed to the public on the Friday.  
	 ERSs ahoy!! After our session at Folly Farm we will return to Oakwood 
for an ERS on Speed.  The fun continues on Saturday with morning ERSs 
on Treetops Coaster and Waterfall followed by a walkthrough of Spooky 
3D and a walkback round Megafobia.  In time honoured tradition Saturday 
evening’s ERS, will be on Megafobia (of course).
	 Apart from all the above, there’ll be plenty of the usual stuff including 
Kev’s quiz, Play Your Coasters Right, the soup kitchen, and anything else we 
can think of.  If you have any ideas, we’d love to hear from you.
	 Camping will be available on Thursday (from 6pm), Friday and Saturday 
nights of the event.  We hope you can make it down, tent in hand, for what 
is always one of the highlights of the Club’s year.

	 The Friday price gives you the choice of either just Folly Farm for the 
exclusive park session followed by the evening ERS on Speed, or admission 
to Oakwood during the day in addition to both evening events
	 Please be aware that in order to keep the prices down drinks are not 
provided.

	 For Folly Farm there is a food choice.  So in the “Food” column please put

Farm, and are a vegetarian, still place a “V” in the “Food” column.

The trip costs are for those paying using a cheque or bank transfer.  The prices 
in brackets above are those when paying with a credit card.  They include a 
4.1% surcharge to cover the costs.
	 To create a Payment Code, simply add up the amount of money you need 
to pay (from the values in brackets), and place a “T” before it.  So for example, 
if you want to come on Friday all day and Saturday, the code is: “T48.25”  
(28.25 + 20.00) or if you have two people for Saturday , with both Bowling, it’ll 
be “T57.00”.  (20.00 + 20.00 + 8.50 + 8.50).
