As you can imagine, when a park as stunning as Efteling employs Great 
Coasters International Inc. to build a wooden racing coaster, it would 
only be a matter of time before we headed on over to try Joris en de 
Draak.

On top of this, it would of course be rude not to drop in on its amazing 
sister ride, Troy at Toverland.  And of course, there’ll be a lot more, as 
we’ll also take in some of the smaller parks, Duinrell and Billy Bird in 
The Netherlands and visits to the annual fair in Hasselt, Plopsaland and 
Bobbejaanland in Belgium.

Although we have no Exclusive Ride Sessions (ERS’s) confirmed at this 
time you can rest assured that we are doing our utmost to get at least 
one ERS per park.

The cost of this five day trip is £389.00 (£405.00 if paying with a credit 
card).  This amount includes coach travel from the UK, Channel Tunnel 
crossing, accommodation and park entrances.  The price is based on 
members sharing a twin room, but for those who prefer to have a single 
room will have to add £110.00 (£115.00 if paying with a credit card) to 
the trip cost.

If you wish to attend then please contact us as soon as possible and 
let us know how many want to go, along with their names.  You can 
email these details, or post them, using the addresses above.  There is 
a deadline of August 6th, and at this point we will know whether enough 
people want to go to make the trip possible.  After the 6th we will 
contact everyone with payment instructions, with payment expected 
two weeks later.

If we have more people applying than we have spaces, we will do a 
draw on the 6th, but it is worth reminding everyone that this has never 
happened, and everyone applying to go on a trip has gone on it.

As always we highly recommend that you take out your own travel 
insurance policy.  You are covered by the Club’s own policy whilst you 
are on the coach only.  Under 18’s are only allowed when accompanied 
by an adult member acting as a guardian.

We will also be sending out a “day by day” invite to everyone on the 
mainland at a later date, but if anyone from elsewhere wants to maybe 
come along to individual parts of the trip, please let us know.  Of course 
though, if anyone from the mainland wants to join us on the entire trip, 
that would be fantastic.
